Location

French Leave is located in Governor’s Harbour, the capital of Eleuthera and the oldest
settlement in the Bahamas. The island of Eleuthera, defined by 90 miles of deserted
beaches, high elevations, long forgotten pineapple plantations and views that stretch for
eternity, is just 60 miles east of Nassau and 240 miles southwest of Miami. Governor’s
Harbour Airport (GHB) is 7.5 miles north of Governor’s Harbour and only 40 miles by car
from North Eleuthera.

The Site

Situated on over 260 acres of lush vegetation, French Leave extends “sea to sea” between
the Atlantic Ocean and the Bight of Eleuthera, giving yachts sheltered voyages for the sixty
mile trip to Nassau or the Exumas. The beautiful pink sand beach extending over 4,000°,
is protected by magnificent coral reefs, and is surrounded by crystal clear turquoise waters
and swaying coconut palms,
